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	We often use the possessive ‘s with a personal noun (eg Daniel) to show possession.
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	We also use the possessive ‘s with other meanings. 
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We can use the possessive ‘s without  a following noun (instead of repeating the noun)
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Compare:
	Write ‘s with a singular noun.
Write only ‘ with a plural noun ending in –s.

Write ‘s with a plural noun not ending in –s.
