Ex: I have seen three movies this week.        (This week has not finished yet.)

Ex: I saw three movies last week.                  (Last week is finished.)

Ex: Martin has crashed his car again.            (This is new information.)

Ex: Martin crashed his car last year.             (This is old information.)

Ex: I have seen that movie already.              (We don't know when.)
